[bookmark: _GoBack]There was extensive perimeter growth on the northwestern flank of the fire in the vicinity of Holden. There is abundant intense and scattered heat in the western half of the fire. There is also abundant interior isolated heat. 

The new isolated exterior heat islands south of Holden may not be precisely located as they were on the very edge of the last scan. The scan box should be expanded for the next order.
