The fire was not flown last night.  The heat perimeter expanded to the west approximately 1 mile from the previous perimeter in the area of Entiat Meadows and Buckskin Mtn.  There was also significant expansion to the west in the vicinity of Railroad Creek, across the river from Holden.  There are areas of intense heat in the expansion areas.  There is still abundant scattered and isolated heat throughout the interior of the fire especially on the west side.
