There was cloud cover throughout much of the western half of Wolverine which limited accurate Infrared Interpretation.

There was obvious extensive heat perimeter growth in the southern flank towards Borealis Ridge and Ice Creek. There was very intense heat pushing the fire a mile to the south in this area which was the most active part of the fire.
