	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Cloud cover made it hard to interpret heat on the southernmost edge of the heat perimeter.  It may have advanced further south than is mapped.  Other cloud cover as shown on the map did not seem to create a problem with interpretation.  There is also an area of potential heat as shown on the map, approximately 1.5 miles to the SW ahead of the main heat perimeter.

The main growth of the heat perimeter was to the south for approximately 3 miles along the Entiat River.  Intense heat occurred in the expansion area.  There is scattered and isolated heat throughout much of the western and southern parts of the fire.

There was not enough overlap between the IR runs which made the heat perimeter hard to interpret in some areas.  I would suggest requesting more overlap when putting in the scan order.

I would also suggest moving the scan box to the south by at least 3 or 4 miles.
