	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation
No major changes to the perimeter.  However there are numerous isolated heat sources in close proximity to the current perimeter. 

Two isolated heat sources were discovered SE of Bath Lakes in Canyon Creek.  These were not mapped.  Locations: 121 3 28.804 x 48 14 9.11 and 121 3 10.2 x 48 14 7.5

Other possible isolated heat sources significant distance outside of the current fire perimeter (in isolated heat shapefile; 2 shown in map view):
· 120 54 20.7 x 47 55 13.11 – west of White river, Napeequa Crossing, and Tall Timber Ranch
· 120 43 48.6 x 47 51 15.8 – North of Fish Lake
· 120 38 32.5 x 47 55 5.8 – West of Grouse Camp and North of Blue Creek Meadow
· 120 28 18.0 x 47 56 26.8 – ~2 miles east of Entiat River near Fourmile Ridge

Isolated heat was also detected at several of the helispots, but was not mapped.
A few isolated heat sources were visible through the cloud layer; most of the ground under the cloud layer was not visible.
