No major changes to the perimeter.

There are a few isolated heat sources outside of (but in close proximity to) the current perimeter, most notably on the west flank southwest of Spectacle Buttes. 

Isolated heat was also detected at two of the helispots south of the perimeter, however these were not mapped.

A few isolated heat sources were visible through the cloud layer; most of the ground under the cloud layer was not visible. 

The isolated heat sources outside of the perimeter detected in last night’s imagery are no longer visible.
