However, there are 15 isolated heat sources outside of the main fire perimeter along the west and south flanks.  13 of these isolated heat sources are within 0.10 miles or less of the fire perimeter.  Two of these isolated heat sources are ~ 0.4 miles outside of the main fire perimeter on the west flank of the fire, north of Ice Creek and South of South Spectacle Butte.
