Several small expansions to  the fire perimeter: 1) in the Pyramid Creek drainage, 2) east of Pyramid Mountain,  3) East of Larch Lakes, and 3) west of Garland Creek 
In the Ice creek drainage on the western flank of the fire, there are several isolated heat sources about a third of a mile outside the perimeter.
