	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The West Fork Fire continues to burn actively and move to the northwest over Trout Mountain into Raspberry Creek and Elk Creek. The fire is spotting onto the slope between Raspberry and Polson Creeks as well as up toward Elk Mountain. The fire is four miles from South Fork. On the southern end of the fire, the fire has quieted down on Sheep Mountain. I digitized some isolated heat sources inside the perimeter. These are far from the actual amount of heat but representative of how scattered  burning continues across the burn.
Windy Pass fire is staying in the bowl below Treasure Mountain. The most heat and growth was on the west side. 
The Papoose fire is being delivered to its own folder. We have combined these and delivered these shapefiles to a new folder called West_Fork_Complex_Composite.
