	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The IR flight over the West Fork and Windy Peak fires tonight was truncated due to heavy cloud cover.  Approximately 80-90% of the West Fork was covered by clouds. Two flight strips on the far north end of the West Fork fire revealed 20 isolated heat spots along the northwest and north perimeter.  Much of the area flown on these strips was occluded by clouds, masking any possible heat sources.  Very little IR data could be interpreted due to cloud cover.  Neither absence or presence of heat is verified in portions covered by clouds.  IR techs had to abandon flight due to icing and loss of contact with ground, after flying only 3 of 9 planned strips. 

A map was produced to display the two small areas on the West Fork fire that were possible to interpret.  Caution should be exercised in using this map, since no conclusions can be drawn on the remainder of the fire.  The approximate cloud coverage is shown on the map.

A shapefile of the few isolated heat spots shown was put on the ftp site, with a warning in the file name.  Shapefiles of approximate cloud coverage and of the last reliable IR perimeter (from the July 3 2322MDT flight- provided to the 20130704 ftp folder) were also included, and notated as such.  I did not provide a KMZ file, out of concern that we could not produce a cloud cover kmz and the isolated heat spots could be misinterpreted as representing the total amount of heat on this complex.  

The Windy Pass fire was totally covered by clouds, and not flown at all.
