	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started tonight’s interpretation with IR perimeter with previous night’s IR perimeter Perimeter provided by incident was from 2 nights ago. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cloud cover over the eastern 1/3rd of fire prevented IR scan from processing.   
23 acres of perimeter growth in the southwest area North of Forester Creek and on northern ridge of North Fork Platte river.  Small punch outs and filling in of unburned materials.
-Area north of Big creek contains scattered heat along perimeter line.

Isolated Heat sources –  Fewer than previous nights. South facing slope of Davis Creek within the perimeter has more than most areas within the perimeter.  The ridge to the south of Middle fork of Big Creek had a number of isolated heat sources along the perimeter.  There was also a number of isolated heat sources near Mitchell Placer, East of Three mile Creek
