	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Started with perimeter provided from Incident dated 20160620_1444.

Intense Heat – In the southern leg of the fire, North of southern section of the South Bench Trail, SW 1/4 of Section 35.  The eastern side of this leg of the perimeter in this area, was very difficult to interpret because of varying scan resolution. There are quite a few isolated heat sources and 2 spot fires to the east of the intense heat and outside of perimeter.

Scattered heat – In the eastern area of the fire and a leg to the north west also in 2 spot fires outside perimeter, north of main scattered heat and south of the Kelso Mesa Trail.

All Isolated heat points are attributed with Lat - Long in the shapefile attribute table.
