	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The area within the heat perimeter expanded by 9% (1,136 acres) since the previous mapping period last night. Some of the expansion was due to an updated GIS perimeter which removed several of the interior heat perimeter “islands”. Additional expansion occurred on the southwestern flank up to ½ mile from last night’s edge towards Trout Creek and the 547 road in sections 16, 17, and 8. There remains some scattered and isolated interior heat.
