One isolated heat source was noted outside the perimeter approximately 0.5 miles northwest of the perimeter on the road that parallels Deer Creek at -108.984 longitude, 43.907 latitude.
There continued to be heat in two of the discontinuous polygons in the scattered timber south of the main heat perimeter, and along the south central portion of the perimeter.
