	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tonight’s heat perimeter began as the perimeter shapefile from the incident “20160819_1425_TwinLakes_WBDWY_per_pol_u13n83”, which included 1,582 acres.  A large unburned island in the north arm was lumped into this perimeter and a section along the southwest line was pulled back.  There was only one change to this perimeter from tonight’s heat sources: a very minor expansion (less than 0.1 acres) around an isolated heat source on the northwest perimeter in Section 34.  The only heat noted were isolated heat sources mainly in the north.
