How long could some Arkansans be without power? Entergy reports it could be at least one week until the lights are back on for some customers. With tens of thousands of power outages, Entergy crews from surrounding states are here in Arkansas. Bruce Johnston has been without power for three days, and he doesn't know how much longer it could be. "Heat and light are the two things we're missing. That and computer access," Bruce Johnston said. Although the sun was shining and the ice was melting around Johnston's home just outside of Batesville, the problems from the storm still gloom. "Basically when you get to the north side of town, there's no light from here to Missouri," Joe Frans with Entergy said. Joe Frans with Entergy says it will be at least one week until the lights are back on for some customers. He says because of the severity of this storm, it will take time to repair damaged lines and poles. "It’s most definitely one of the bigger ice storms in this area," Frans said. Although Entergy crews from across the country are in Arkansas working to restore power, some areas are hard to reach. Johnston is hoping his neighborhood isn't one of those. While he's hopeful he'll see power soon, he says it's something you just can't control. "It's mother nature. You hunker down and deal with it.
