WEATHER DISCUSSION:

High pressure will continue to move further into the Atlantic Ocean as a cold front moves into the
Mississippi River Valley. Southerly low level flow is expected over the fire area today as moisture
levels slowly increase. The cold front will approach the region Tuesday with southwesterly flow ahead
of the front. The front is expected to move over the area Wednesday with a chance of showers and
thunderstorms.

Min Humidity........... 40 to 45 Percent.

wind (20 FT)............ South 3 to 5 MPH in the morning, increasing to 6 to 8 MPH with gusts to

around 12 mph by mid day then becoming South-Southeast late in the afternoon.
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Mixing Height........... 300 to 500 FT AGL in the Morning increasing to 5000-6000 FT AGL.

Mixing Winds........... South around 10 becoming South-Southeast late in the afternoon.

Dispersion Index......2 to 3 in the Morning increasing to 40 to 50.
