Active Wildfire Instructions
1. Go to State Forestry FTP site:

ftp://ftp.nifc.gov/Incident_Specific_Data/SOUTHERN/Florida/07_SummaryStats_Statewide/
2. Copy daily database called 200705**_FireStat.mbd

3. Paste daily database on the Event Drive:  S:\Event\2007_05_04_Wildfires
4. Open S:\Event\2007_05_04_Wildfires\MXD\aoi.mxd
5. Once the mxd is open, update the data source on the Active Wildfires layer


- Right click on the layer and go to properties


- Click on the source tab


- Then click <Set Data Source> button


- Point the source to the updated database

             - Select SV_Wildfires & click Add.  

6. To update the Undeclared Counties with Active Fires:

- Go to the Selection menu, then Choose Select by location


- Then choose the options listed below
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· Right click on Florida layer in table of contents.  Then click on Selection, and then click on Create Layer From Selected Features.  
· Move Florida selection below Undeclared Counties with Active Fires.  

· Delete old Undeclared Counties with Active Fires layer.

· Rename Florida selection to Undeclared Counties with Active Fires and change symbology to Yucca Yellow.  

7. Open the updated daily database, and then also open the database window

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8. Click on the queries, and then open the qryFireSizebyCo query
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9. Once query is open, copy all the data in query
10. Then open S:\Event\2007_05_04_Wildfires\Tables\wildefires_by_county.xls

- Paste over old data in the spreadsheet on the wildfires_by_county tab


- Then Select all data on tab in spreadsheet

- Then go to Data menu, and choose sort


- Then change field to match below


11. Once new data is on spreadsheet adjust Baker County to Baker/Columbia

12. Then click on the <Chart1> tab in spreadsheet

13. Next update chart with new data


- Right Click on Chart and choose source data


- Then update Data range by selecting counties and Fire Current columns on excel 
              chart over 400 acres or an appropriate break in data. 

- Then click OK, Chart should be updated with new data

14. The next step is to copy chart from spreadsheet


- Go to the Edit menu and choose copy

15. Go back to the mxd, delete old chart and paste new chart on the map

16. Move chart on map and adjust chart as needed, also change date on map to current date.  
17. Export map as PDF to S:\Event\2007_05_04_Wildfires\PDF\Report AOI 

- Go to file menu, and choose export

- Then choose to save as PDF


- Click on Format tab, and check the box to Embed All Document Fonts

- Save file as overview.pdf, replacing yesterday’s map
- Save a second time as 200705xx_ActiveWildfires.pdf, where xx is today’s date.
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18. Then go to http://www.floridadisaster.org/eoc/Update/EOClogin.asp and log in as
- Username xxxx   Password xxxxx
- Under Delete files, click on Wildfires


- Scroll down to Map, find yesterday’s overview.pdf, and delete from site

- Upload yesterday’s PDF to site using the file 200705xx_ActiveWildfires, where    

  xx is yesterday’s date. 
- For title, enter – 200705xx - Active Wildfires, where xx is yesterday’s date. 

- Choose <Maps> category


- Then upload current/updated overview.pdf
- For title, enter – 200705xx - Active Wildfires, where xx is today’s date

- Choose <Maps> category

19. Then open S:\Event\2007_05_04_Wildfires\MXD\aoi_for_slides.mxd
- Copy and paste the following layer from the aoi.mxd to the 
   aoi_for_slides.mxd:

*Fire Management Assistance Declarations (if any changes)


*Undeclared Counties with Active Fires

20. Change date on aoi_for_slides map, then Export aoi_for_slides Map from mxd as a 
       jpeg to S:\Event\2007_05_04_Wildfires\JPEG
21. Copy and paste into ESF5_2007 workspace.
