· Provide a coordinated interagency point of contact for the NWCG IRMWT regarding the use of geospatial technology in support of wildland fire management.

· Work to ensure coordination with all NWCG Working Teams, Federal, and State agencies at all levels to provide for the proper and efficient use of geospatial technology in the support of wildland fire management.  Interact with existing technical groups that specialize in areas of geospatial sciences that may influence the use of geospatial components and technologies for wildland fire management.  

· Develop, review and maintain interagency data standards and processes to ensure that quality geospatial information and tools are available for use in wildland fire management activities.

· Provide awareness and information on the application of geospatial technology in support of wildland fire management.

· Recommend or develop interagency strategies that will promote the use of geospatial technology to support the wildland fire community.

· Coordinate relevant GTG activities with the National Wildland Fire Enterprise Architecture Steering Group (NWFEASG) to ensure integration of geospatial components and technologies of wildland fire management in the wildland fire enterprise architecture.

· Review new applications of geospatial components and technologies to determine if they address identified wildland fire business needs.

· Maintain interagency training (S-341; GIS Specialist for Incident Management) and Standard Operating Procedures (PMS 936; GIS Standard Operating Procedures on Incidents) for use by GIS Specialists (GISS) on wildland fire incidents.
