Brian submitted a similar inquiry to Bob Leaverton via email but has not had a response.

GSTOP

BLM will be able to secure $14,000 for GSTOP funding for next fiscal year.  Susan Goodman is handling the accounting.

To date, there have been two online comment submissions.  Sue McLellan requests that people spread the word about the Field Review checklist.  

Sue requested that Susan Goodman post the GSTOP documents to ftp.nifc.gov.  Susan Goodman will post the Comment form and GSTOP links on the ftp.nifc.gov - the NIFC under GIS.
GSTOP project is in a wait and see mode.  Hoping to get lots of comments over the rest of the fire season.  Sue McLellan is planning to have a conference call on GSTOP next month.

Skip will contact Emmor to see if GSTOP draft SOPs are being utilized on fires in the Pacific Northwest GACC.
Victoria is working on formatting the GSTOP documents to give them more of an NWCG look and feel.
Susan will send the GSTOP documents to Sue.
Andrea Olson said that no one is really sure of the status of the NWCG GSTOP letter.  The IRMWT submitted the letter to NWCG on time.  However, it has been in a vacuum since then.  
All GTG members have already notified their agency contacts about the GSTOP review.

Wildland Fire IT Workshop; November 29 - December 1; Las Vegas
The BLM is organizing the Workshop.

Susan Goodman will be the contact between the Workshop organizers and the GTG.
IRMWT is saying that this is not an IRMWT conference.
