Skip requested that the Fire Data Ordering Site be added to the meeting agenda.

Susan requested information from EDC on Ecognition, ENVI, AVHRIS, Hyperspectral, Multispectral and how they use these softwares and systems for fire.

One agenda item is Final Fire Perimeter and Fuels polygons.  Brian contacted George Conley with FORS about attending the meeting.

GTG members should determine what their agencies and local units are doing with polygon Final Fire Perimeter data.  Is it being stored in Fire History datasets, with metadata, and accessible over the Internet?  Is it just sitting on someone’s hard drive?  Do the agencies have an approach for dealing with polygon Final Fire Perimeter/Fire History data?

FORS is currently in Phase I which does not deal with geospatial data.  FORS phase I is a study of the agency fire occurrence reporting systems and common attributes or fields stored by each.  FORS Phase I is also looking at two state fire occurrence systems.  FORS Phase II has the potential to deal with geospatial polygon geometry if the business community identifies it as a need.

There is also a need to discuss all of the various places where people are posting Daily Fire Perimeters.
