Standard would be getting data into and out of NFPORS.   When the fuels treatment polygons are extracted from NFPORS, they will be attached with NFPORS table attributes.

John Guthrie is working on geodatabases to go along with these standards.  

Brian noticed on the Standard Horizontal Coordinate System Definition for Layer that almost all items were checked.    The form will be modified make to clarify that many coordinate systems can be used.
