Landfire Review 
Review the metadata and found that it did not violate NWCG standards.  There was some non-compliance with FGDC standards.  Brian is writing a summary regarding the review and will send it back to the IRMWT.

Data Dictionary from Fuels Standards

Action Item – Susan Goodman will create a Pathfinder data dictionary for fuels standards once they are approved.
Agency Updates 
USGS – has anyone been using the RDDS that replaced the fire data ordering system?  No response from the group
FIMT 9.2 Status
Translator is being created to convert geodatabases from 9.2 to 9.1.
Final version of FIMT 9.2 should be out in the next couple of weeks.

Keyless ArcInfo Licensing 
Mark Negri from USGS (DOI COR on ESRI contract) gave an update regarding DOI implementation of the Keyless version of ArcGIS 9.2.   

Because fire is a mixed environment of Federal, State, and contract employees, there is concern that the keyless version will be proliferate on incidents.  In order to use the keyless version of ArcGIS 9.2, the PC must be government owned machine and department of interior controlled environment.  A contractor cannot take the keyless version on a laptop.  Has to be concurrent use and dongle for a contractor.  The contractor can use a keyless version if a DOI employee has control of the PC that they are using.   

Action Item – Susan and Sean will write-up the wildland fire incident scenarios for Mark Negri.
GTAG
Requested GTG establish a list server for the GTAG.  This issue should be addressed in the GTG Communication Plan and how we get info out to the wildland fire geospatial community.
GTAG plans to have the following training:
2007 – Shepherdstown, VA
2008 April - Memphis, May - Fort Collins and Alaska (date to be determined).
Future need to move the GTAG internet site off of Oregon Forestry site and put under the GTG website. No timetable established.
Fuels Treatment and Fuel Project Standards 
Discussed the duplication with NFPORS.   
Action Item – Joe will send the standards to the DAWG as proposed standards.  At the same time, a letter will be submitted to the National Interagency Fuels Group and select NWCG working groups for comments.  Joe is still the DAWG rep., and is willing to take the lead on this effort.
Privacy Issues related to data and official use 
The CTSP Task Group is working on a white paper regarding the issue of sensitive data after several computers were stolen from fire camps last summer and other computers showed up on incident with sensitive data on them.  The CTSP has asked the GTG to look at what GIS data is sensitive.     

Sean suggested to an analysis of GIS data used on an incident and/or add a procedure to the GSTOP document.  The GTG would like to know when the CTSP paper will be out for review.  The CTSP has not done an analysis so they are suggesting that everything gets wiped off a computer when the computer leaves an incident.   
Sue would like to wait and see the white paper and then develop an action plan from the white paper.  White paper will only be discussing issues with hardware on incident.   

GIS data leaves the incident in many ways like being posted to ftp.nifc.gov, inciweb, etc this info should be taken back

NGAC 
At this time, NWCG cannot endorse it a nomination to the NGAC.  Sue and Skip will get back with Emmor regarding the decision.
Ftp.nifc.gov
A charter for a review board is being reviewed by the current members of the ftp.nifc.gov board.
