History: 

Goals:

1) To utilize current and emerging web technology to enhance GTG communication, external and internal.  The GTG understands communication to be a key, if not THE key to fulfilling our mission: to facilitate and coordinate processes and communications necessary to ensure the integration, implementation and efficient use of geospatial components and technologies for the interagency wildland fire management program.

2) Collaborate with the new NWCG web design.  Since the NWCG Priority will also be to re-design the NWCG Webpage to be used as a more effective communication tool; the GTG would like to be a part of this process.

The Outcome will be more efficient communication within the GTG and with our external customers.  Utilizing the web, we can reach a larger audience by employing more dynamic tools and newer technology to regularly interact with users, providing updates and news regarding tools and technology, data standards, etc. The existing system is not being used to its fullest potential.  It isn't dynamic enough to meet our goal of utilizing the web as a main communication tool.

Currently the GTG is in the process of conducting a site review and will make recommendations for the new internet site within the next few months; complete with functional and design recommendations, including whether the site will need to be migrated to a different platform, etc.

The risk of not getting funding is that the GTG would not be able to adequately address our customers needs; which is up to date and accurate information. We will continue to struggle to facilitate discussion across broad geographic and agency boundaries. Timelines will be longer and often we will miss valuable input from disenfranchised user communities.
