*** ELEVATED TO CRITICAL FIRE WEATHER RISK TODAY FOR THE WESTERN PORTIONS OF WEST BRANCH***
***RED FLAG WARNING IS IN EFFECT FOR SOUTHERN SOUTH BRANCH***

WEATHER DISCUSSION:  
A combination of gusty winds and low relative humidity’s will create elevated to critical fire weather conditions over west branch today, mainly west of a line from Midland to Sanderson. A red flag warning is in effect for the southern portions of south branch where the winds will be gusting to 30 mph. Moisture from the gulf will work its way north over the area today, thus higher relative humidity’s will prevail over the remainder of the area. 
A cold front will begin to work its way south over Texas tonight and showers and thunderstorms will develop over the eastern half of the area into Monday.
