***CRITICAL TO EXTREME FIRE WEATHER RISK TODAY IN THE WESTERN PORTIONS OF WEST BRANCH***

WEATHER DISCUSSION:
A cold front will pushed through the area early this morning and strong high pressure is building in behind it over most of Texas. The cold front will remain to the east of the Guadalupe Mountains, so near critical fire weather conditions are likely again today, mainly over the western portions of west branch. The winds will gust to near 30 mph along with single digit RH’s this afternoon. Cooler temperatures and higher relative humidity’s will prevail over the remainder of the area today. The winds will swing around to the east then southeast tonight with gusty winds possible mainly over west branch during the overnight hours.

West Branch:    Near critical fire weather conditions due to Southwest winds of 20-25 mph with gusts from 30 and relative humidity values less than 10 percent. Skies will be partly cloudy through the day.
