WEATHER DISCUSSION:
A low pressure system and cold front will move into the West Branch Sunday night.  Ahead of the surface low and front…strong and gusty southwesterly winds and low afternoon relative humidities can be expected Sunday afternoon over the western sections of the West Branch. Critical fire weather conditions are expected across the western sections of the West Branch Sunday. Abundant Gulf moisture will spread north and northwest ahead of the cold front across the North…Central…South and the remainder of the West Branch on especially strong southeasterly winds. This will keep relatives humidities higher during the day with good nighttime recovery. Scattered showers and thunderstorms will develop over the northern and central sections of the West Branch Sunday night including the Panhandle.
