Travel and Assignment Timelines
West Texas Winter Fires 2008

Welcome to the Texas Winter Fires 2008 incident.  We sincerely appreciate your help and hope that you have a good, safe assignment while you are here.
The standard 14 day assignment, exclusive of travel, has been implemented.  With the approval of the Section Chief and Incident Commander, a person can extend for an additional 14 days, after taking two (2) days off the incident.  This is commonly called the “14:2:14.”

Due to the vast distances across the State of Texas, and the fact that we are checking in and demobilizing resources from the ICP in Granbury, Texas, it might take a day to travel to and from a satellite pre-positioning location that you may be assigned to.  Your first official day on the incident begins on the day of your first operational briefing at your assigned duty location.  
If you are located at one of these distant locales, you should plan on devoting one day to travel back to Granbury to go through the demobilization process and then one day to travel home.

The total length in days on this incident could be one (1) day to travel initially to Granbury, one (1) day to travel from Granbury to a satellite incident or pre-positioning area, 14 days on the incident, one (1) day to travel back to Granbury and one (1) day to travel home.  Therefore, there could be a total of 18 days, including travel.
Hopefully this memo will help with your planning and understanding of the process.  Thanks again for assisting the Texas Forest Service and the State of Texas.  
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
