In brush and timber fuels torching is almost guaranteed, 


crowning runs are highly likely with winds above 15 mph. 
• Mop up must be aggressive and thorough, large fuels and soil organics are holding fire.  Many

Riley Road Incident Safety Message  September 10, 2011 


PIPELINE AWARENESS  


There are four identified highly flammable product pipelines located in the fire area.  They are 
identified on the Incident Map.  Please follow these general awareness principles were developed 
by CIIMT 4 Safety Officer in consultation with on site industry representatives.  


 


• Watch for cleared Right-of Ways, 30-60 feet wide. Pipelines will be in the middle 
of the cleared Right-of-Way and may be found exposed on the surface or buried 
one to five feet underground. 
 


• Pipeline location markings are approximately 1,000 feet apart and 3 to 6 feet high 
and can be located near roads, railroads, fences and along the actual pipeline 
location.   


 
• Signs may include information such as material transported in the pipeline, name 


of pipeline operator, and a telephone number where the operator can be reached in 
the event of an emergency. 


 
• Do not continually cross heavy machinery in the same spot across buried 


pipelines.  Vary the location, or cross at a road junction. 
 


• If there is a suspected breach, look for a pool of liquid, a sheen or fog in the area.  
There may be a hissing or roaring noise or an unusual chemical odor.  If any of 
these indicators are found, evacuate the area immediately and contact your 
immediate supervisor with the location of the breach and call 911 or your local 
emergency response number. 


 


 


 








 
Standard Firefighting Orders and 18 Watchout 


Situations 
 


The original Ten Standard Firefighting Orders


 


 were developed in 1957.  The task force reviewed the 
records of 16 tragedy fires that occurred from 1937 to 1956.  The Standard Firefighting Orders were 
based in part on the successful “General Orders” used by the United States Armed Forces.  The 
Standard Firefighting Orders are organized in a deliberate and sequential way to be implemented 
systematically and applied to all fire situations. 


Shortly after the Standard Firefighting Orders were incorporated into firefighter training, the 18 
Situations That Shout Watch Out


 


 were developed.  These 18 situations are more specific and 
cautionary than the Standard Fire Orders and described situations that expand the 10 points of the 
Fire Orders.  If firefighters follow the Standard Firefighting Orders and are alert to the 18 Watch Out 
Situations, much of the risk of firefighting can be reduced. 


 
Standard Firefighting Orders 


1. Keep informed on fire weather conditions and forecasts. 
2. Know what your fire is doing at all times. 
3. Base all actions on current and expected behavior of the 


fire. 
4. Identify escape routes and safety zones and make then 


known. 
5. Post lookouts when there is possible danger. 
6. Be Alert.  Keep Calm.  Think Clearly.  Act Decisively. 
7. Maintain prompt communications with your forces, your 


supervisor, and adjoining forces. 
8. Give Clear instructions and insure they are understood. 
9. Maintain control of your forces at all times. 
10. Fight fire aggressively, having provided for safety 


first. 


 
18 Watchout Situations 


 
1. Fire not scouted and sized up. 
2. In country not seen in daylight. 
3. Safety zones and escape routes not identified. 
4. Unfamiliar with weather and local factors influencing 


fire behavior. 
5. Uniformed on strategy, tactics, and hazards. 
6. Instructions and assignments not clear. 
7. No communication link with crew members/supervisors. 
8. Constructing line without safe anchor point. 
9. Building fireline downhill with fire below. 


10. Attempting frontal assault on fire. 
11. Unburned fuel between you and the fire. 
12. Cannot see main fire, not in contact with anyone who 


can. 
13. On a hillside where rolling material can ignite fuel 


below. 
14. Weather is getting hotter and drier. 







15. Wind increases and/or changes direction. 
16. Getting frequent spot fires across line. 
17. Terrain and fuels make escape to safety zones 


difficult. 
18. Taking a nap near the fire line.
