	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter based on 20150604_1300_Guadalupe_AZCNF437_GPS_Polygon_Perimeter provided by incident.
The main areas of perimeter growth were south and east.  On the east side of the heat perimeter, a large area of intense heat east of Cloverdale Creek, in Section 31, straddling NFS Road 707 marks one of these areas.  Southeast of that along NFS Road 707, another large area extends northeast of that road.  The largest area of intense heat Starts above the check dams north of NFS Road 708.  The heat perimeter extends south of Trail 376 in section 7 just west of that.  
Heat perimeter expansion to the north and west was minimal.
