	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter based on previous period perimeter.
The main area of perimeter growth was in the north along the east side of Geronimo Trail (Road).  This is the area of intense heat on the northwest side of the map.  The heat is right along the road.  Distortion in this area of the imagery made it difficult to interpret.  I mapped heat as shown in imagery, but I am confident heat is all east of the road.  (Recommend moving the top of the box north one minute.)
The other main area of perimeter growth was along NFS Road 707 shown by another small area of intense and scattered heat.
