	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter checked against 20160618_2232_CEDAR_AZFTA000403_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_UTM_Zone_13N.shp provided by incident.   
Most of the perimeter growth this period was to the south identified by large areas of intense heat.  Closed donut holes and dogleg on the east side of the fire.
Identified 5 isolated heat sources 4 miles outside the heat perimeter to the north in Cottonwood Canyon.  These may be false positives, but I included them in the data.  They are not included in the map.
