Initial perimeter checked against FIMT_Polygon.shp provided by incident.   
Most of the perimeter growth this period was to the south identified by large areas of intense heat and scattered heat on the east and west flanks of the fire.  Several isolated heat sources outside the perimeter all along this area.  
There is a large bulge of intense heat south of the rest area along US 60.
