	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter checked against 20160623_0155_CEDAR_AZFTA000403_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_UTM_Zone_13N.shp provided by incident.   
Most of the actual perimeter growth this period was on the east flank of the fire along Middle Cedar Creek.  Some growth occurred on the west flank, the most significant of which occurred east of Long Tom Spring.  Most of the donut holes from last night’s interpretation are gone or significantly reduced this period which accounted for some additional growth.  
There was 1 isolated heat source 675 yards outside the perimeter on the east flank of the fire.  It is located just east of the intense heat area adjacent to the donut hole west of Middle Cedar Creek.
