	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter based on Coyote_0511_Perim.shp provided by incident.  I took the initial perimeter back in a few places ahead of the flaming front in the southeast edge of the perimeter.  

I identified two isolated heat sources approximately 2 and ¼ miles east of the heat perimeter in the slopes above North McKittrick Canyon.  Contacted incident at approximately 2205.  These two points are marked on the map along McKittrick Canyon where it crosses from New Mexico into Texas.  This is steep country with some scrubby vegetation.

All of the perimeter growth was to the southeast adjacent to the intense heat areas.
