	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter based on 2016_Coyote_TX-GUP0000208_FIMT10011.gdb FirePolygon.  Perimeter growth determined from this acreage.
Most of the heat perimeter growth (since 05/17/2016) occurred northeast of the well-defined rim that runs between Hunter Peak and Bush Mountain.  Included several donut holes with the perimeter in this area because only isolated heat if any heat at all detected within them.  
Just southeast of Bush Mountain two small areas of scattered heat lie between 200 and 400 ft outside the main heat perimeter.  
All heat south of Lost Peak except for one isolated heat source.
