	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
1st night of IR for the fire.
Used Color #2 for perimeter, Color #1 had shift to north and ortho #1 had halo.
Heat perimeter is south of Indian Service Rte #59.

Intense Heat – Along length of whole perimeter.  Spot fires outside perimeter along Northeast perimeter in the area between perimeter and Reservation and Grant boundary line.  All of these spot fires had intense heat.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Scattered Heat – Behind intense heat inside perimeter.  I attributed all inside areas as Scattered heat. There were some areas that were slightly cooler, predominately areas that had previous fuel treatments or fire in the past.    

Isolated Heat Sources – 5 points outside perimeter along southern perimeter in southern 1/2 of section 19 and northern ½ of section 30
