[bookmark: _GoBack]Intense Heat – Along Northern perimeter and extends in small bands down east and western perimeter.  Heat lessens as you go southwest into last night’s heat perimeter area.
 **** Spot fires/Isolated heat sources (7 points) outside perimeter along Northern perimeter in the area between Ranchos Bonitos De chilili Ranch and Los Seis Hermanos estate.  These points are all attributed with Lat-Long in the Isolated Heat sources shapefile. **** 

Large spot fire outside perimeter on eastern edge south of La Jara Springs Estates, south of the junction of the estates roads. 

Scattered Heat – Behind intense heat inside perimeter in northern half of heat perimeter. There were some areas that were slightly cooler, predominately areas that had previous fuel treatments or fire in the past.    

Isolated Heat Sources – In the South western portion of the heat perimeter, Mostly in the area of last night’s heat perimeter.
