	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Intense Heat – Large arm of Intense heat directly west of Chilili, 2 smaller arms to the south of Chilili.  Large area of heat along perimeter and behind between canon de la Pino and Canon de la Miga.  This intense heat extents far back into the interior.  Band of Intense heat along all of eastern perimeter.

Scattered Heat – Central eastern perimeter and extends back to ridge tops in middle of perimeter in the areas of Canon del Ojo del Venado and Canoncito del medio.  West of El Chinchonie. 
 Bands behind eastern perimeter but smaller than western perimeter and mostly behind intense heat in northern and southern area’s (Canon Largo)
