	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Please be aware that this Infrared flight was flown at June 19, 2016 at 2109 and would reflect the heat products at that time.  Growth or changes in heat after that time are not represented in these products.
Transition to Type 1 team – Bea Day –IC, Dana Bagnoli – SITL (928-551-5106).
Started Interpretation with IR perimeter dated 20160619_0354. No updated perimeter from incident at NIFC FTP site.

Intense Heat – Perimeter growth primarily occurred on the ridge directly west of the intersection of Rd 337 and Rd A055, North of A053.  This leg grew on the eastern side of the dog leg.  This was the only intense heat observed in the IR Scan.   
  
Scattered Heat – The spot fire continues to contain scattered heat, north west of the intersection of Manzano Morning rd. and Twin Peaks Dr.**  Scattered heat remains in interior of perimeter and along western perimeter line.  The area to the north west of the intersection of Rd. 337 and Rd A052 continues to contain scattered heat and grew the perimeter.
