	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Began with perimeter provided by incident on ftp site: Perim_0714_GPS_am.shp.

Generally, fire appears to be most active along the perimeter and has cooled somewhat in the interior. There is a considerable amount of intense heat along the northern, western, and southern flanks.  On the eastern edge, a large tongue of intense heat has advanced towards Point Imperial, relative to the previous perimeter.

Otherwise, the interior of the fire is mostly scattered heat and isolated heat sources.

Three potential hot spots were located outside of the main perimeter along the east side.  These spots are highlighted with Lat/Long coordinates on the maps.
