	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Began with perimeter from previous night’s IR flight.

In the 24 hours since the previous mapping, a large area (about 1,300 acres) of mostly intense heat has appeared in Nankoweap Creek canyon, between Hancock Butte and Ehrenberg Point.  This new polygon is about ¾ mile to the southeast of the main perimeter, down in the canyon, and is quite hot.  A much smaller hotspot was mapped in this area the night before, and appears to have grown significantly in the last day.

The original perimeter has grown slightly, and continues to have patches of intense heat along the northern, western and southern flanks.  Some intense heat persists in the Point Imperial area.  Otherwise, the interior of the fire is mostly scattered heat and isolated heat sources.

One potential hot spot was located outside of the perimeter at the northern edge of the fire, on a ridgeline.  This hot spot is highlighted with Lat/Long coordinates on the maps.
