	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Began with perimeter from previous night’s IR flight (20160717_2101_Fuller_HeatPerimeter.shp).

Considerable cloudiness affected the quality of tonight’s imagery.  Both strips were heavily covered and only partially useful.  Consequently, it is likely that some heat was missed and the acreage figures are slightly underestimated.  No intense heat was mapped tonight, although it is probable that such areas still exist.

At the southern edge of the fire, some scattered heat was present that is likely due to burnout operations.

Only a few isolated heat sources were detected in the interior of the perimeter, due mainly to the cloud cover.  In some areas, isolated heat could be seen through holes in the clouds.  These areas had been much hotter in previous days and have obviously cooled.
