	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with most recent perimeter from incident: 20160721_0836_Fuller_000093_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_UTM_zone_12N.shp.

Some pockets of scattered heat persist along the western edge of the perimeter, and most of the growth in the last day has occurred in this area.  This part of the fire remains the most active and has been creeping slightly westward each day.

Another stringer of scattered heat exists along the southern perimeter, where burnout operations have occurred.

Otherwise, the amount of scattered heat has decreased from the previous mapping, and the interior of the fire is now mostly isolated heat sources.  There was no Intense Heat found.
