	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Due to cloudy skies, heat signatures in the norther portion of the fire may have been obscured. There are few isolated heat sources that are well outside of the heat perimeter: 
1) To the south in Jacks Canyon, Section2 of Township 15N 10E
2) To the south  in Mahan Park, Section 3 of Township 14N 9E
3) To the southwest near Buck Mtn., Section 21 of Township 15N 9E
4) To the northwest, west of Manan Mtn., Section 17 of Township 16N 9E
5) To the northwest, Double Cabin Park, Section 34 of Township 17N 9E, lower confidence due to clouds.
6) On the eastern flank of the heat perimeter there are a few isolated heat sources outside of but closer to the heat perimeter.
Areas of intense heat are located in the southern section of the heat perimeter.
