No heat detected west of SR288.
3 isolated heat sources detected far outside main heat perimeters to the east.  Two are located along Horse Tank Creek and one is on the top of the mesa east of it a mile west and below Gunsight Butte (-110.876/
33.9466, -110.9/33.9462, -110.9/33.9336).  It is included in the data and KMZ, but not on the map.  Two others are located in the campground off of 288 and Reynolds Creek.
