[bookmark: _GoBack]I started with the GIS Fire Polygon from 6/1 at 0806. I attribute half of the growth to the unburned islands being added to this perimeter and the other half to the burnout operations on the south and west edges of the fire. No heat detected west of SR288 and the fire activity on the north end of the fire is minimal. Burnout operations continue along Baker Mountain and the Reynolds Creek area is all burned. The intense heat on the south end has burned past Aztec Peak and continues to grow east and south. There was more of the weird “heat” signature on the edge of both images but is not fire. I am talking to the tech about this later today.
