64 acres of perimeter growth, mostly small adjustments to previous perimeter.  Largest area northwest of Asbestos Peak, in the headwaters of Pocket, this area contains intense heat also.  Area west of Granthum Peak along perimeter.
No heat detected west of SR288. 

Scattered heat – Area directly north of Granthum peak, Area southeast of Juniper flat, Area north of Zimmerman Point.

Isolated heat sources – All within perimeter, mostly in southern half of perimeter.
