	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The GIS FirePolygon from 05/25/2016 was used for the base perimeter.  In section number 2, the Northwest side, two isolated heat sources and an isolated spot of intense heat were detected outside of the main heat perimeter. Most growth occurred on the eastern edge of the fire including the southeastern tip near a couple of end holdings. Intense and scattered heat found throughout the interior of the heat perimeter.
