	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The GIS Fire Polygon 20160528_2106 was used as base perimeter. 
No isolated heat was detected far outside the heat perimeter.  Halo effect on imagery generated a few false positive heat sources just to east of the perimeter in the area of -107 26 32/33 49 28.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Burnout operations continue towards Grassy Lookout in section 17, and along the southwestern area in sections 15 & 16. Areas of intense heat were detected along the northern edge, heading NE, in section 34 further into the wilderness. Additional burnout activity resulted in some detected growth in section 12 on the eastern edge in the vicinity of Rosedale Canyon.

Will advise dispatch to extend scanner order box 1 minute south to 33 46 for next flight.
